___	A completed application form (This can be found online at the UW – Madison Law School website).
___	A completed Research Proposal has been submitted (This should be at least six pages and double-spaced).
___	A copy of a personal statement has been submitted (This should be two to three pages in length and double-spaced).
___	A copy of a current resume has been submitted (In English).
___	Official transcripts, along with any school certificates (i.e. graduation certificate and any other certifications), have been submitted.
___	In separately signed and sealed envelopes, three original letters of recommendation, including three signed waiver forms, have been submitted (The back of the envelopes should have the signature or stamp of the recommender).*
___	Application fee of $56 has been submitted.
___	Official copy of TOEFL (or IELTS) score report has been submitted.

* Waivers for recommendation letters are required for each recommendation letter. You can download the waiver form from the online application website. Complete and sign a waiver for each letter of recommendation and give to each writer of a recommendation letter to include with the letter.
Some of the above items (the TOEFL or IELTS score report and official transcripts) may be submitted to LSAC if you choose to use the Credential Assembly Service (CAS).  Also, for those not applying through LSAC, a check for $56 made payable to UW – Madison has been submitted.
